DCS questions/concerns: 
There have been CMHC’s that have been told that they must receive an MRO denial prior to DCS paying for non-medically necessary services. It was clarified that this is not part of the contract. 
DCS contracts are with the CMHC’s and should have been sent to the CEO’s. 
Most CMHC’s are billing addictions group services and not IOT for adult DCS addictions referrals.

The referral process is still not 100% accurate in all cases across CMHC’s but appears to be improving. 
Issues some CMHC’s are facing are adult referrals that explicitly state that DCS will not pay for the service. It was clarified that a formal referral obligates DCS to pay per the contract. 

It appears that some DCS workers in some counties are not completing the CANS tools. 

Some CMHC’s have met or are meeting with regional coordinators, others have not
