Aspire Indiana, Inc. along with several Indiana organizations received nearly $1 million combined from the Nina Mason Pulliam Charitable Trust.
Aspire received $50,000 to support the Projects for Assistance in Transition from Homelessness (PATH) Program. These proceeds will assist 100 homeless individuals and those at risk of homelessness who have mental health problems with housing support, employment assistance and substance abuse prevention.
The trust awarded 17 Hoosier organizations a total of $945,000, and more than 90 percent of that went to organizations that help those in need.
